Mary Beth LaRosa: My Quilting Journey

Mary Beth LaRosa has been a quilter for 35 years.  She had enjoyed sewing stuffed animals as a 
child, but when she saw her college sweetheart’s quilt falling apart at the seams on his dorm 
room bed, she said, “I can make that.”   And she was off on her journey as a quilter!  This first 
quilt took 5 years to complete because of the interesting choices the novice made, but she was 
not deterred in the slightest.  Mary Beth was a quilt instructor in the mid-2000s at Gone Quilting 
in Canton, CT.  During 3 separate year-long sessions, she guided quilters through a Christmas 
BOM quilt where she was completely energized by the enthusiasm of her students.  Choices 
made in her first quilt continue in her current quilt-making—big quilts, hand quilting, time-is-
no-object propensities.  But since then, her work has clearly exploded with her love of color 
and shapes.  The fabrics of Kaffe Fassett and Philip Jacobs inspire her.  She is currently working 
on an original design for a bed-size quilt which she is excited to share at the trunk show.

Kate Colleran is a fabric and quilt pattern designer, quilt teacher and author.  She has 
taught at local quilt shops, for guilds and at national quilt shows, has online classes at 
Craftsy and Quilting Daily and has been a guest on Love of Quilting and The Quilt Show.  
Her quilt patterns are inspired by traditional elements and put together with a modern 
twist.

The featured title this month a two-volume set that was part of donation that we received several months ago.  I 
thought this set was a wonderful addition to the Guild Library
Red & White: American Redwork Quilts and Patterns, by Deborah Harding, Rizzoli, 2000.  The first volume is a 
comprehensive history of Redwork quilts from late 1800’s to the early 1900’s, the embroidery designs that were 
used, and what types of resources and methods were available to women at the turn of the century. Several 
historically significant Redwork quilts are featured with in-depth discussion of the various embroidered designs on 
them.  The second volume is full of historic Redwork embroidery patterns.  They are large and easily transferred on 
to fabric using a variety of methods.

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ABC 9 PATCH QUILT 
FARMINGTON VALLEY QUILTERS. 2025/2026 

 
      

Thank you for helping create a quilt top for an incoming 
ABC student.  Your blocks will be combined with several 
others to form the top.   
 
Your kit contains 6 strips of fabric which are 2.5” x 
approximately 20-22”. Three dark colored strips, and three 
light colored strips. 
 

1. Using a scant 1/4” seams, make 2 sets of strips. One 
set uses a light, dark, light layout (see fig. 1A). The 
other set uses a dark, light, dark layout (see fig. 
1B).  Press seams toward the dark fabric. 

2. After cutting off the selvages, cut the strip sets into 
2.5” sections.  (see fig 2) 

3. Arrange the sections to create 9 patch blocks.  The 
seams will nest.  Right sides together.  Sew with a 
scant 1/4” seam.  (see fig. 3) 

4. Press seams to one side or press open. (see fig. 4) 
5. Your blocks are now complete; you should have 

either 4 or 5 completed blocks. (see fig. 5)  

 
  Completed blocks are now ready to return no later than 
the Dec. guild meeting.  Please attach your name to the 
finished blocks.  We hope to assemble the blocks with 
sashing into the final top and have quilting completed by 
the Feb. meeting when you will see your handiwork and 
will be able to help sew the binding.
